· Foster Home Application.

· Background checks for anyone age 16 or older in the home.

· 3 References each - can be joint.

· Autobiography.

· Attend PRIDE pre-service training.

· Attend GATEWAYS Orientation

· Picture ID/Proof of identity

· Current CPR and First Aid cert. for all caregivers - must cover all ages.

· HIV/AIDS/BBP for all caregivers.

· TB test for anyone in home 18 or older.

· Driver's license and car insurance for all in household who will transport foster children.

· Proof of all pet vaccinations and crisis plan for any deemed a risk to children.

· Proof of full immunizations for natural and adopted children living in the home.

· Medical needs:  Any disabilities or serious health problems or history of mental health issues will require statement from the doctor or psychologist releasing you to be a foster parent.

· Private well water test - Contact county Public Health Department

· Septic tank working properly – documentation of last inspection.

· Home clean and sanitary and potential hazards inside or outside identified and rectified.

· Smoke alarms- in or near sleeping areas.

· Fire extinguisher - 2A10BC- rated, filled with 5 lbs or more.

· Fireplace/stoves fenced off from any child under six.

· Fire ladder per bedroom for any room on second story.

· Individual beds (min. 30 inches wide) per foster child with water proof mattress or cover.

· Approx. 50 square feet per child in bedroom.  

· If licensing for infants and toddlers- must have approved crib, toiletry equipment, etc.

· Doors can be unlocked from the outside (e.g. bedroom, closet, bathroom).

· Tub and showers have non-skid device or surface.

· Poisons and chemical cleaning supplies/flammable materials kept inaccessible to children.

· Medicines in locked area - external, internal and pet medications all separated.

· Medication management system.

· First Aid kit.

· Poison Control # by main phone and in First Aid kit.

· Emergency lighting in house.

· All weapons locked up with ammunition stored separately. 

· Alcohol in locked area.

· Vehicles are safe and have working seat belts.

· Car seats for children 0 to 40 pounds, or booster seats for children up to age 8 or 4’9”.

· Swimming pool completely fenced with a locked gate/ hot tubs covered and locked.

· Working telephone.

· Address visible on house or mailbox.

· WAC, RCW, FP Manual and Policies reviewed and signed.

· Health Care Plan.

· Child supervision plan.

· Vehicle information..

· Fire Safety /Evacuation Plan

· Foster Parent Training Policy.

· Pool/Hot Tub/Water Safety Plan.

· Trampoline Safety Plan.
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
